Presentation on Capital Punishment

Mark your calendars! On October 9 from 7:00 to 9:00 p.m., ODU is hosting a lecture and presentation
on capital punishment - A Presentation On Capital Punishment; Reflections by Reverend Walter Everett
And Bishop Frederick Campbell: A Journey Through Pain, To Forgiveness, To Redemption. Rev. Walter
Everett, a retired pastor of the United Methodist Church of Hartford, Conn., is an advocate of the anti-
death penalty movement and is active in numerous abolition and restorative justice organizations. He
has appeared on national radio programs as well as in publications such as Rolling Stone Magazine. In
1987, Rev. Everett's son, Scott, was shot and killed. Rev. Everett has since forgiven his son’s Killer,
Mike Carlucci, and even spoke on Carlucci’s behalf during a parole hearing, helping him obtain early
release. Everett has spoken at universities, churches and community groups about the healing power of
forgiveness. Following the lecture, Bishop Campbell will reflect on Pastor Everett's remarks.

The event will be held in the Matesich Theatre, which is located inside Erskine Hall. Light refreshments
will be offered in the lobby prior to the event from 6:00 to 7:00 p.m.

This year’s Black & Gold Event was held in ODU’s Alumni Hall. The event continues to grow larger and
more successful every year. The first event, which was held in 2010, raised $60,000. Last year’s event
raised approximately $80,000.

included a dinner, silent and live auctions, and a raffle.

ODU Announces Scholarship for Logan County Students

Ohio Dominican is excited to offer The Austin E. Knowlton Memorial Scholarship to high school
graduates in Logan County, Ohio. The $5,000 Knowlton Scholarship will be awarded to one first-year
student, every four years. The scholarship can be renewed annually for a total of four years.

The Knowlton Scholarship supports students from Logan County who have an interest in majoring in
mathematics or a mathematics-related field. If a student from Logan County is not accepted to receive
the scholarship, students from other areas in Ohio may be considered.

The scholarship is made possible by a $100,000 grant awarded to Ohio Dominican University from the
Austin E. Knowlton Foundation, Inc.

Austin E. Knowlton, also known as "Dutch", was the owner and Chairman of the Knowlton Construction
Company, an organization started in Bellefontaine, Ohio, in 1937 and whose predecessors dated back to
1906. Mr. Knowlton, through his company, was responsible for more than 600 major and significant
construction projects throughout Ohio and the Midwest, including school buildings, hospitals, libraries
and post offices.

Mr. Knowlton was a 1927 graduate of Bellefontaine High School in Logan County, Ohio and The Ohio
State University, class of 1931, where he received a Bachelor of Science degree in Architectural
Engineering. He became an avid sportsman with a 50-year interest in saddle bred horses, an original
founding partnership of the Cincinnati Bengals where he served as Chairman, a major ownership
interest for many years in the Cincinnati Reds, and a trusteeship of the Little Brown Jug Society for
harness racing in Delaware, Ohio. Mr. Knowlton also was a leading philanthropist with The Ohio State
School of Architecture named in his honor.
